During the warranty period, subject to the
exclusions set out in this section of the
handbook, the manufacturer, Swift Group
Limited, will repair (or at its option, replace)
all defective parts of the caravan.

The manufacturer will honour the warranty
until 36 months from the date of sale,
provided that the caravan has been
serviced annually within 90 days before or
60 days after each anniversary of the
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original date of sale. The third service must,
however, be carried out before the expiry of
the 36 month period from the original date
of sale.

In the first 12 months the warranty will
cover:

Faults arising from a manufacturing defect
but not those which are a result of normal
wear and tear or those which relate to
replacement light bulbs.
